On June 2, 20135, the Government of Prince Edward Island announced that it had
established an arrangement with the Moncton Hospital in New Brunswick effective
July 1, 2015 which would allow Island women to obtain an abortion at the Moncton
Hospital without a doctor’s referral, which procedure would be covered by P.E.I
Medicare;
On March 31, 2016, the Government of Prince Edward Island announced that it
would not oppose a constitutional challenge to provincial policies regarding access
to in-province abortion services, and that Health P.E.I. would be directed to establish
a women’s reproductive health centre on P.E.I. to offer a number of reproductive
health services including medical and surgical abortions; and
The applicant has submitted to the Guardian newspaper, and had published, several
opinion pieces setting out his views regarding abortion access and physician-assisted
dying.
