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P.E.l.'s Opposition tabled this 2002 document Tuesday showing the Pat Binns PC government sought a
legal opinion on e-gaming (CBC)

Aylward tabled a document showing Binns sought the legal opinion of the P.E.Il. Supreme
Court, which said the lottery would be illegal.

"But the Binns government of the day had the fortitude to at least gain a legal opinion," said
Aylward.

The government response was unchanged: P.E.I's Auditor General Jane MacAdam is
investigating the e-gaming controversy.

Roach said government delivered more documents to the auditor general Tuesday, and that
they've given her more emails.
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
